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Major changes that have occurred in the global political economy and in international politics in
recent years have had a profound impact on nations all around the world. This is nowhere more
evident than in the countries in the Indo-Pacific region and especially Japan. The conversation
between Dr. Smith and Professor Curtis addressed Japan's evolving foreign policy and its impact
in the IndoPacific.
